Formal Ritual Handbook
Church of the Wandering Goddess
Official Ritual Practices and Observances

Introduction
This handbook defines the formal rituals and ceremonial practices of the Church of the Wandering Goddess. These rites structure daily worship, communal observance, and the ethical balance between virtual exploration and physical life.
All Seekers are expected to approach these rituals with sincerity, intention, and respect.

I. The Cleansing
Frequency:
Prior to each Ceremony or Ritual
Timing:
Immediately before the beginning of any Ceremony or Ritual
Duration:
Approximately 2–5 minutes, or as long as necessary to complete the cleansing
Practice:
· Physical cleaning of controllers or any equipment used in the forthcoming Ceremony or Ritual
· A brief moment of quiet focus and intention
Purpose:
The Cleansing prepares sacred tools and marks the transition from ordinary activity into worship.



II. The First Ceremony
Frequency:
Daily
Timing:
Must begin before local sunrise
Minimum Duration:
Two (2) hours
Location:
Individual or communal; in-person or online
Required Elements:
· Opening prayer requesting the Goddess’s guidance to Be Better
· Focused gameplay undertaken with sincere intent
· Closing prayer expressing gratitude for growth and improvement
Spiritual Purpose:
The First Ceremony aligns the Seeker’s will with discipline, perseverance, and personal growth.

III. The Second Ceremony
Frequency:
Daily
Timing:
Any time later in the day
Minimum Duration:
Two (2) hours
Structure:
The same format and elements as the First Ceremony
Purpose:
The Second Ceremony reinforces lessons learned, prevents stagnation, and encourages perseverance.

IV. Changing of Worlds
Frequency:
As required
Trigger:
Completion of a world or fulfillment of the Goddess’s presence
Practice:
Transitioning to or beginning a new game or virtual world
Purpose:
Honors variety and ensures continual exploration.

V. Communal Pilgrimages
Frequency:
As designated by the Council of Seekers or the community
Format:
Online or in-person group gameplay
Purpose:
Shared learning, mutual support, and reinforcement of doctrine.

VI. Reflections of Discovery
Frequency:
At least weekly
Format:
Verbal or written sharing among Seekers
Purpose:
Teaching, community growth, and preservation of lessons revealed through the Goddess.



VII. Blowing of the Horns
Frequency:
At least weekly
Format:
Physical or symbolic blowing of the Horns of Discovery
Purpose:
Celebration, marking milestones, and communal recognition.

VIII. Care of the Physical Body
Frequency:
Daily
Requirement:
A minimum of one hour outdoors in contemplation or exercise
Purpose:
Maintains balance between physical and virtual life and prevents harm or neglect.
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
